Step 1: Use the beading wire to string 1 crimp tube,

4 heishi, 1 crimp tube, and the bar half of the

Step 2: String 1 leaf and 4 wood rondelles five times. String

1 leaf. String 1 chip and 1 crimp tube eight times. String

1 sardonite round, 1 bead cap, 1 nugget, 1 bead cap, and

1 round. String 1 crimp tube and 1 chip eight times. String
